My Top Tips for Teachers — Session Plan

This resource has been designed by the University of Winchester based on successful pilots involving 150 children from military
families at outreach events in 2014-15. The children enjoyed the opportunity to let teachers know their needs. This would be
beneficial for a group of military children or as the basis of disscussion with a new child to make sure that child's needs are
listened to.

Aims:

1) To provide an opportunity children to consider how they could better be supported

2) To impact on school provision for military service children and use of service children premium

3) To improve military service children’s feeling that they are understood by their peers and teachers

4) To encourage the children to think collaboratively about their needs and the challenges they face and how they can be
overcome
